The IPHS for primary health centres has beenrevised in 
2012. Keeping in view the resources available w 
respect of functional requirements for PHC with 
minimum standard such as Building, Manpower, 
Instrument and equipments, drugs and other facilities 
etc. The standards prescribe dare for PHC covering 
20000-30000 population with six beds. As all the block 
level PHC are ultimately going to be upgraded as CHC 
with 30 beds of providing specialised services.

Labour room is well acaquainted and all the necessary 

facilities are provided and proper hygiene is 
maintained as per the protocol. 

There is washroom inside the labour room and there 
are 2 doors which lead to the labour room if there is 
any emergency, 2nd door can be used. 

Suction machine and oxygen cylinder and 7 trays are 
available. 

There is baby corner present in the labour room which 
contains baby warmer. 
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ODRESSING R0OM 
Dressing of injuries caused by road acciden clean cut 

injuries is carried out. 

Post surgical dressings are also done. 

Before dressing cleaning of wound is carried out. 

According to the requirement of case tetanus injection, 

pain killers, antiseptic, antibiotic and local anaesthesiais 

given. 

Dressing material like cotton, spirit, tincture iodine, 
antiseptic, bandage, rolled bandage, plaster, surgical 

pads, absorbent gauze, etc. are used. 
Biochemical waste collection bins are also present to 

properly dispose the waste material produced dueto 

dressing.
